Course/Module description:

A survey of the major trends in Jewish History from the 16th century to the
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mid-19th century, covering the major communities in Europe, the Middle East, and
America.

Topics include: Major Events and Trends; Geographies and Spaces; Religion;
Institutions and Leadership;, Women,; Renegades and Apostates

Course/Module aims:

The course is intended to introduce the basic themes of modernization as they
emerged in relation to Jews in various societies: including changes in the Jews' civil
status, religious institutions, economic relations, and cultural expression. Key
processes such as emancipation and the pluralization of Jewish lifestyles will be
addressed. Questions of historical theory and the emergence of a modern Jewish
historical literature will also be discussed.

Students will be able to recognize and explain key concepts such as modernity,
emancipation, community, colonialism, Orthodoxy, and Reform as these pertain to
the field of modern Jewish studies. Students will also be able to point to the
contrasts and similarities that occur when examining Jewish communities in various
parts of the world. Students will be able to relate macro-processes to specific time-
sequences and events and will be able to identify types of historical
documentation.
