In this course we will travel back in time to the beginning of the 16th century and
its influences, and follow the main historical, social and cultural upheavals Europe
was to undergo in the next centuries..

We will map causes and try to understand the effects of discoveries, scientific,
industrial and political revolutions, and answer fascinating questions such as: what
connections can one make between Darwin and Gustav Klimt? How can one draw
light? What did Freud really say? From the era of colonization, through the bleak
years of the two World Wars to the unification of Europe, we will examine how we
are still affected today from intellectual and philosophical trends that have shaped
our world.
