Course/Module description:

This course will examine the new Bible curriculum and attempt to highlight the
underlying principles as well as the practical implications of the curriculum in the
field. The course will focus on the educational objectives, pedagogic and didactic
approaches, and will examine the various challenges in the implementation of the
program in schools. During the course students will review a sizable number of
Biblical chapters from the curriculum, and thereby attempt to expose the students
to a range of different Biblical genres and train the students to teach the curriculum
with a rich and practical array of educational tools.

1.Familiarize students with the current Bible curriculum in the National schools for
grades 7-12
2. To examine the underlying principles of the curriculum
3. To review selected chapters from the curriculum and to discuss some of the
challenges in teaching these sections.
4. To analyze some of the results of the implementation of the curriculum in the
system.
