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This is an introductory course for students who seek an understanding of the
impact of the actions and foreign policy of the rulers of Russia in the Middle East in
general and in the land of Israel, in particular.

We will study the continuity and changes in the ideologies and policies of Russia’s
regimes in this region as it transitioned from an imperial autocracy to a
revolutionary socialist state in 1917 and then, as of 1991, to a partial democracy.
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
