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Course/Module description:

This course will deal with selected topics of the Hebrew of the interim period. We
will learn about the different genres of Hebrew composition in this period, and
demonstrate its linguistic innovations. The discussion will deal with these
innovations in various fields: morphology, vocabulary, syntax and semantics. The
classes will be accompanied with reading excerpts from this period: Gaonite
literature, Karaite literature, Jewish law, Bible interpretation and Piyyut. We will also
learn about the Hebrew philology which developed during this period.

Course/Module aims:

- To introduce the students to the extensive Hebrew composition of the interim
period
- To discuss the role of Medieval Hebrew in the development of Hebrew throughout
the generations
- To familiarize the Medieval Hebrew books and their linguistic research literature
- To deal with methodological questions of researching medieval language

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:
- Decipher the linguistic codes of Medieval literature.
- Distinguish between the different genres according to their language.
- Reveal the background of the language of the literature in this period.
- Use the online databases available to researchers.
