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Course/Module description:

The purpose of the course is to provide tools for critical thinking in relation to
children's rights in the Israeli law (eg, child crime victims need, embryo law) and for
various legal means to create social change in this area.

The course will hold a dialogue between the world of the social sciences and the
world of law and demonstrate the use of legal means to resolve social problems.

The course will introduce relevant tools for creating social change in children's
rights, including legislative and lobbying, petitions to the High Court and individual
representation , and examine the strength and weaknesses of each of these units.

The course will include presentations of case studies, demonstrate dilemmas in
relation to a conflict between rights and will form the basis for discussion. We will
discuss major issues in the field of children's rights, while presenting the laws,
verdicts and various provisions that enshrine the rights of the child in Israel, in an
attempt to understand the rationales and the underlying social problems, and
analyzing different strategies to create policy changes in children's rights in Israel.

Course/Module aims:

1. Provide tools for critical thinking in relation to children's rights and various
strategies for creating policy changes in this area
2. Familiarity with the laws, rulings and instructions anchoring children's rights
under Israeli law, examining the rationale and the underlying social problems,
deficiencies and dilemmas
3. Exploring the main legal tools to create social change in the rights of the child
and examining the strength and weaknesses of these tools
4. Dialogue between the world of social sciences and the world of law.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

* describe and explain the main legal tools to create social change
» describe and explain the advantages and limitations of the law as a tool for policy
change in the field of children's rights
» describe and explain the laws and judgments which anchor the rights of minors in
Israeli law, their social context and the underlying social rationales
* critically analyze key issues and dilemmas in the field of children's rights
» present convincing arguments and well- reasoned arguments in relation to issues
and dilemmas regarding content learned in the course, or arising out of it
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» propose strategies for change and policy solutions to timely social problems in the
learned subject while analyzing their success potential and limitations

9. Abuse and corporal punishment : a legal design of the social norm
10. Delinquent children - Law and Moral Panic
11. Social change in the rights of children victims of crime : from "deviate children"
to "valid and recognized children"
12. Protection of children which are potential victims of crime - trends in new
legislation in light of conflict between rights and interests
