The course will deal with the issue of mourning, trauma and early interventions in
Crisis.
During the course, the historical development over the years of post-traumatic
stress disorder (PTSD) will be presented until the current DSM diagnosis.
The effects of the traumatic experience will be described at the various
physiological, emotional, cognitive and social levels. Basic definitions of trauma and
research will be presented.
In addition, the course will deal with bereavement and loss, with an emphasis on
sudden and traumatic loss.
Another subject that will be learned in the course is early interventions in times of
emergency. Will learn key intervention techniques and emphasis on initial
intervention in emergencies. In addition, emphasis will be placed on developing
resilience while working with crisis and trauma.
