Course/Module description:

The paradigm of poverty-aware social work is a new paradigm based on critical
social work that contains a worldview, ethics and principles for the practice of social
work with people who face and live in poverty.

During the course, we will examine theoretical issues, relying on anthropological,
sociological, feminist and legal perspectives. We will focus on the contribution of the
discourse of human rights and the politics of representation in relation to the
discussion of issues of poverty and ways of working with people living in poverty. In
addition, we will refer to the coping and resistance strategies of people living in
poverty and examine the perspective of people living in poverty in relation to their
situation and in relation to social systems.

Course/Module aims:

The purpose of the course is to expand and deepen knowledge in the paradigm of
poverty-aware social work, to create connections between theoretical knowledge
and professional experience and to get to know benevolent professional practices of
individual, family, and community work as well as policy practice adapted to life
situations in poverty.

-Explain the central paradigm of poverty-aware social work in relation to people
living in poverty.
Describe the central principles of poverty-aware practice in social work-
-Given a treatment story, you can analyze it according to the concepts learned in
the course based on the principles of the paradigm of poverty-aware social work.
