The participants will learn about the Village Way educational philosophy, and will
obtain knowledge and tools for educational work with youth in general, and
specifically with youth at risk.
The course will present the theory and practical applications of the topics:
strengthening the meaningful relationship between educator and student,
awareness of the personal past of the student, dealing with behavioral problems
and turning them into educational opportunities, the challenges and opportunities in
dealing with the students' families, developing dreams, the physical space as an
educational resource, educational opportunities on the calendar, and more.

Course/Module aims:

Integrating practical knowledge, insight and inspiration in dealing with educational
issues that apply to adolescents and the specific needs of youth at risk, in light of
the Village Way educational philosophy.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

1. Students will know the components of the Village Way educational philosophy.
2. Students will be exposed to the meaning and scope of their roles as educators
and meaningful adults.

3. Students will receive tools for mapping and systematic work with adolescents in
general and youth at risk specifically.
