Course/Module description:

As part of the general discipline, the sociology of education completes the search
for the “correct” solution conducted in other sciences (such as psychology or
management science) by analyzing the unexpected and unintentional aspects of
human activity. The sociology of education presents the gap between planning and
implementing, between the initiated action and its actual results, between declared
objectives and practical policy. Sociologists of education attempt to reveal and
possibly narrow the gap between ideology and practice in social institutions,
organizations, roles and social activities. This unique perspective strives to go
beyond the aspects of our daily reality that are taken for granted, in order to reach
new insight regarding the motives, the interests and causes - conscious and
unconscious - of social organization and action. A central theme in this course is
inequality in education, the ways it is disguised, legitimized and preserved.

Course/Module aims:
This course aims to introduce students to the sociological approach, as one of the
central disciplines in the research and analysis of education systems.
