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Course/Module description:

This course aims to address two critical issues at the intersection of the military
and education in Israel. First, we will explore the intricate web of connections
between the Israel Defense Forces (IDF) and the civilian education system. Second,
we will delve deep into the essence and objectives of education within the IDF and
other armed forces, examining how militaries relate to society at large. In the
context of the first aspect, we will analyze the role of the IDF and military values
within state schools. Additionally, we will also study the missions and rationale
behind the Gadna, Nahal, Techers-Soldiers and more. In the context of the second
aspect, we will get to know different doctrines of military education from around the
world (especially those of the Red Army and the British Army), we will understand
how they affect the IDF and we will compare the content of education in the IDF
today with the current content of education in other armies. Throughout the course
we will also deepen our reading abilities in primary military documents from the
past and present. We will explore military-educational writing and analyze two basic
military documents: "The Spirit of the IDF" and "Designation and Singularity".

Course/Module aims:
(1) To understand the connections between the army and society in Israel in the
educational context.
(2) To present different models of military education.
(3) To analyze different rationales of education at the IDF along the years.
(4) To Develop a critical reading of educational-military documents.

(2) To critically read primary educational military documents.
