Course/Module description:

The Ethiopian Jewish community has been living in Israel for four decades. Many
know the story of the community through two main prisms: the main waves of
immigration, framed as events of rescue and heroism of the State of Israel, And the
wave of community protests, especially in the last decade, around police violence.
During the course, we will look at a more complex story of this unique community
from different perspectives. We will get to know the community's story through the
people's stories. We will study the social, religious, and cultural processes of the
encounter between the Ethiopian Jewish community and society and its parts. We
will also discuss the socio-political process of "blackness" of the community while
referring to contexts of race and racism, both locally and globally. We will be
exposed to different approaches within the community regarding coping with
racism. The lecturer's identity as an immigrant, activist, and researcher in this
course will become a learning resource. We will also meet relevant texts, works of
art, films, and voices of guests who will be invited to the course. Thus, observing
the Ethiopian community will provide a better understanding of a unique group in
Israeli society and an opportunity to re-observe Israeli society as a whole and
ourselves within it.

Course/Module aims:

1.To expose the students

to a more complex story

of the Ethiopian Jewish

community in Israel
2.To create an understanding among the students regarding the social, political and
cultural processes that the Ethiopian Jewish community goes through in the
encounter with the Israeli society

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

1. The students will know Concepts related to intercultural encounters:
immigration and absorption, race and racism.
2. The students will deepen their acquaintance with the Ethiopian Jewish community
and its nuances
3. Reveal the many different approaches of the Ethiopian Jewish community
members to the fight against exclusion and racism
