Course/Module description:

Nonformal education occurs when people meet in groups, guide each other in
learning, and together find meaning to their lives and activities. Nonformal
education has sociological, organizational, social, and educational foundations. This
course will explore these foundations through four steps: acquaintance with the
sociological and historical foundations of nonformal education, a focus on the
nonformal concept of learning, consideration of the deep connection between
nonformal learning and social and cultural processes, and finally an in-depth look
into nonformal education in various facets of Israeli society.

The course aims to cultivate a complex view of nonformal education as a unique
arena within the educational field. Students will expand their view of what counts as
education, what forms learning can take, and the place of education in
consolidating groups, communities, and society.
