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Course/Module description:

The course presents social models and psychological models for a theoretical
conceptualization of the immigration process and the cross-cultural transition, with
reference to the uniqueness of the immigration process to Israel. Throughout the
course, diverse approaches to social worker intervention are presented with clients
who have experienced migration and cross-cultural transition.

Course/Module aims:

Teach students the key content of immigration from the perspective of the
individual, family and community.
Helping students identify immigration risk groups.
Emphasize the importance of knowing the migration story of clients.
Emphasize the importance of knowing the cultural characteristics of both the clients
and the social workers themselves.

» Explain why it is important for social workers to recognize the phenomenon of
immigration.
* Identify family or personal crisis following migration.

» Develop critical thinking on classical psychological theories and their suitability for
populations from diverse cultural backgrounds.
* Provide knowledge and tools for clinical work with immigrants characterized by
cultural sensitivity and competence.
