Course/Module description:

In this course we will examine the concept of collective identity and its various
dimensions and its relation to values related education. We will concentrate on the
sacred and civic dimension and on their relationship to the ethno-national
dimension. We will examine the roles of the state and of formal and informal
education in the maintenance and cultivation of these dimensions of identity. We
will especially focus on the relationship between civic and religious education: Are
they in tension or do they reinforce or strengthen one another?

Course/Module aims:

The aims of the course are that the students should understand the analytic
importance of collective identity and hence of the importance of identity formation
in education. The students should become familiar with the tensions inherent in the
various aspects of education for identity formation and of the advantages and
disadvantages of various resolutions of these tensions.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

The students will deepen their understanding of, and be able to employ, the
concept of collective identity and its various dimensions: the sacred, civic and ethno-
national dimensions.

The students will become familiar with the range of possible relations of these
identity dimensions with each other, and will understand the factors that influence
the various relationship patterns.

The students should become familiar with the range of possible patterns of values
and identity education which are connected to the various dimensions of collective
identity and their roots in the social and political contexts.

In accord with the above, the students will become cognizant of, and understand
different approaches to the relationship between civic and religious education.
