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Course/Module description:

The course will address the unique characteristics of intervention with children. It
will give an overview of major therapeutic concepts based on a variety of theories
and theorists engaged in interventions in children (Winnicott, Freud, Melanie Klein,
Virginia Axline, and others). Special emphasis will be given to the use of projective
methods as a therapeutic tool, and to acquaintance with the unique characteristics
of play therapy in children and adolescents. The importance of adapting the
intervention to the developmental stage of the child/adolescent will also be
addressed. This, while presenting case studies of play therapy with children.

Course/Module aims:

The purpose of the course is to provide students with theoretical knowledge of
child Psychotherapy basics, and familiarize them with theoretical approaches of
children and adolescent therapy. The course will provide a thorough acquaintance
with the use of projective methods and techniques of play therapy.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

To evaluate and analyze the emotional state of a child, according to the patterns
of his play, and according to his developmental stage. To Interact with a child by
play and to analyze the interaction according to various therapeutic theories
