Context and diversity informed approach, focuses on working with populations
from a variety of national, cultural, ideological or religious identities in Israeli
society. The course will present an approach to parental guidance, informed by
context and diversity, anchored in theories and research from the fields of
development the child , including: approaches to multiculturalism and diversity,
sociology of childhood , art to the rights of children , critical and anti-oppressive
approaches , resilience approaches, systemic and narrative ecological approaches.
The course is designed to give the participants an introduction to the importance of
understanding the context in meetings with individuals and communities and
applying this understanding in parental interventions with individuals and families,
community intervention and interventions at a policy level.
