The course addresses policymaking and reform formulation processes in Israel and
in the world; with regard for contradictions and conflicts in educational policy,
different patterns of implementation of reforms and the complex relationships
between policymaking and policy implementation. It does so through discussion of
central issues such as equal opportunities, privatization, and professionalism.

Course/Module aims:

Analysis of policy processes in general and educational policy specifically, with
regard for present-day reforms implemented in Israel and their origins given
fundamental issues in educational policy.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

1. Identify the origins and follow the developments of reforms and examine the
relevancy of the reform with regards to the needs of the educational system.
2. Examine the complex processes of policymaking and reform formulation and
their implementation, as policymakers and as policy consumers.
3. Implement different theoretical approaches, the Garbage Can Model of
Organizational Anarchy, Institutional Theory, for the analysis of policy processes in
general and educational policy specifically.
4. Critique the manner in which educational reforms and policies are formulated and
established, based on familiarity with the history of policy and reforms in the world
and in Israel.
5. Critique the manner of implementation of educational reforms and policies in
light of their stated and implicit goals.
