Course/Module description:

The course will run as a workshop based primarily on students’ empirical work,
alongside a selection of theoretical readings. Based on these materials, we will
discuss a variety of methods of interpretive analysis, working with theory, and
ethical considerations when conducting qualitative research in education. Please
note: Prior condition for participating in the course - is conducting 3-4
interviews/observations (or any other qualitative data collection method, including
texts where relevant).

The goal of the course is to deepen and develop interpretive skills required to
conduct analysis in qualitative research.
