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Course/Module description:

The course will focus on theories and research revolving the development and
experience in parenting, while looking at the factors that affect parenting and the
relations between parent-child. Among these factors highlighted the relationship
between educational institutions and the family. Implications for various preventive
interventions with parents will be discussed, at an institutional and individual level.

Course/Module aims:

The purpose of the course is to provide students with an understanding of
parenting in modern society and in Israeli society, recognizing environmental,
cultural and personality factors influencing parenting, and understanding of a
variety of mechanisms affecting the parent-child relationship and their impact on
child development, design and mental health. In addition, students will be conferred
with various working principles and models of intervention with parents, in an
individual and educational framework

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

To Map environmental, cultural and personality factors, affecting parenting in a
given family.

To identify the dynamics underlying the development of difficulties in a given
family, the risk factors and the mechanisms that preserve the child's difficulties.

To assess parents' resources, areas of difficulty and levels of parental awareness

To apply basic principles of intervention with parents in the education system

Teaching arrangement and method of instruction: The course is based on a weekly
lecture. The lecture includes discussion with the students, analysing case studies
and examples from the participants' encounter with parents in the educational
system.

During the course the students will submit two papres: An analysis of an interview
with parents, and a case study of an intervention with parents in the educational
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system.

2. What happens between parent and child? Attachment and intersubjectivity.
Understanding the basic mechanisms of the parent-child relationship and their
impact on child development, design and mental health

3. How does a parent influence parenting? Intergenerational transfer and its'
influence, parental awareness and parental characteristics of thinking

4. Limits and parental authority

5. Systematic approach to understanding parenting;
Principles of work with parents and models of intervention

6. Parents as significant figures in adolescence

7. Parents coping with stress and trauma
