Course/Module description:

This course deals with the well-being and lives of children as a group in the
population, while focusing on the policy and service system for them. The course
seeks to introduce students to theoretical approaches that define childhood and to
explain the development of the childhood in society. It also seeks to expose
students to the way in which child welfare policies are shaped in Israel and around
the world. The course has three-part: In the first part the children's population in
Israel and from a comparative perspective will be presented, with emphasis on early
childhood. In the second part, students will be exposed to theoretical and
philosophical approaches that define and explain childhood, as well as approaches
to understanding children's welfare policies. The third part will discuss specific
issues of children's lives in Israel. These issues will be examined from a critical point
of view.

Course/Module aims:
- Providing theoretical and philosophical knowledge regarding ECEC policy.
- Providing knowledge about the way in which ECEC polices are designed , in Israel
and around the world
- Developing critical thinking regarding issues of child policy

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

- Students will understand how the macro system (social perceptions, policies and
services) affects children and care providers. Students could analyze case studies
through theoretical policy frameworks.

- Students will develop critical thinking regarding services and policies for children
in Israel.
