Course/Module description:

The course will be devoted to a chronological review of the development of
western Art from the French Revolution to our days focusing on the historical, social
and cultural contexts of these developments. The course will examine artists, works
of art, artistic movements and styles as well as texts produced by these artists. The
first semester will begin with late 18th century Neo Classicism, followed by 19th
century artistic movements, including Romanticism, Naturalism, Realism,
Impressionism, Post-Impressionism and Fin de Siéecle, Symbolism and Art-Nouveau.
The second semester will be devoted to the main artistic movements of the 20th
century: Fauvism, Cubism, Die Briicke, Der Blaue Reiter, Futurism, Geometric
Abstraction of Malevich and Mondrian, Dada, Surrealism, Abstract Expressionism,
Pop Art, Minimalism, Conceptual Art and Post Modern Art. Alongside the discussions
concerning these movements patterns in modern art, such as the attraction to the
Other, Man and Nature, Art and technology will be highlighted.

Course/Module aims:

The course is designed to provide students with an essential acquaintance with the
main western art styles, movements, artists and art works from 1790 until today.
While discussing 19th and 20th century historical background, students will develop
the ability to explore modern art independently, while developing primary
acquaintance with research methodologies in art history.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

Identification and analysis of the main western art styles, movements, artists and
art works from 1900 until today,; appreciating, understanding and critically thinking
about modern art.

Students will submit two
additional papers during the semester.
