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Course/Module description:

Modernity brought along a plethora of methods for the interpretation of the work
of art, for the understanding of its function, its distinction from non-art, its quality or
moral nature. Various technological, social and intellectual developments have
influenced the philosophical and critical discourse about the work of art, as may be
traced in particular masterpieces and the writing about them. During the course we
will meet some of the main ideas of the theoretical basis on which the discipline of
art history developed in modern times and shaped the interpretation and selection
of the western canon. This course aims to offer a preliminary introduction to a range
of analytic frameworks and key concepts which could assist in the investigation of
modern and contemporary art.
