Following the assassination of Israeli Prime Minister Itzhak Rabin, an assumption
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was raised that the Israeli society entered a period of a "cultural struggle" between
two sides, which continually drew more distant from each other.

The course will
attempt to examine the roots of this cultural gap, from the early days of the Zionist
movement until the current time.
