This course, together with the follow-up course Introduction to International
Relations Il, will present to you the wide world of research on international politics
as an academic discipline. This course reviews the core concepts of the field and
surveys the main approaches. The second course will focus on specific issue areas
and the debates surrounding them.

Course/Module aims:

Expose students to the core concepts of the discipline of International relations,
and present to them in a comparative and critical manner the main theoretical
approaches in the field.
