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Course/Module description:

The course discusses income and wealth inequality based on economic theoretical
models. The historical evolution of income inequality in Israel and in the developed
countries would be presented in view of the theoretical framework. The course
examines the main factors that may be responsible for the development of earnings
inequality in Israel. In particular, the effect of technology, labor market institutions,
pay norms and government intervention on trends in income inequality.

Course/Module aims:

The goal of this course is to expose the students to central theories that explain
economic inequality, the relationship between income inequality and economic
growth. The students would be able to assess the empirical evidence regarding the
development of income inequality in Israel and elsewhere. To achieve this goal, the
students prepare research paper on the variation of income inequality within
localities in Israel. In the end of this course the students would be able to examine
critically policy interventions to deal with income inequality done by governmental
and non-governmental as well as international institutions.

* Understand the main mechanisms driving inequality in Israel and elsewhere
» Apprehend the consequences of monetary scarcity on economic behavior.
» Familiar with the frontier of research on income inequality and equal opportunities
