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Course/Module description:

This course reviews the updated theoretical knowledge and research on criminal
punishment. The course presents the various ideas to punish offenders and its
implementation. The discussion includes the provision of knowledge about theories
of punishment, the past experience with penal policy, and the scientific research
that evaluated the effectiveness of similar policy.

Course/Module aims:

(1) To teach the accumulated knowledge in field of corrections. (2) To teach the
most updated knowledge in issues such as prisons’ influence on level of crime, the
effectiveness of community corrections and rehabilitative programs.

(3) To provide understanding of the impact of social context on law enforcement
policy.
(4) To turn students to better consumers of criminological knowledge.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

(1) Students will understand the historical background the development of
punishment during the last 250 years.
(2) Students will examine issues of corrections policy from evidence-based
approach.
(3) Students will examine the relative potential of different legal punishment and
the related policy.
