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Course/Module description:

Research in the field of child abuse has evolved over the years and has known far-
reaching changes. The understanding that children at risk are not a minority and
that this is a broader phenomenon than was previously thought, has led to the
development of tools for diagnosis and treatment, as well as extensive legislative
change. The uniqueness of the current course is in a vision that combines a
criminological, legal and therapeutic perspective.

The current course will focus on familiarity with the phenomenon of children
affected by abuse and neglect.
