Teaching arrangement and method of instruction:

Course/Module Content:

The Contract Law course introduces students to the law of contracts, its general
foundations and theories. Throughout the course we also extensively discuss
general principles and policy considerations that influence contract law. In many
cases and particular issues, students will be exposed to comparative contract law,
especially to American and English law.
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Among other subjects, we discuss the following topics:

(1) A historical overview and theoretical Introduction to the law of contracts (the
famous rise and fall of freedom of contract within American and English law,
promissory theories, reliance theories, economic efficiency and corrective and
distributive justice).

(2) General principles and policy considerations upon which contract law is based
and commonly implemented.

(3) The doctrines and rules of contract law in Israel, inter alia, the pre-contractual
process, the obligation to negotiate in good faith and remedies for breach of this
obligation; contract formation; mistake, deceit, duress and unconscionability; the
requirement of good faith; conditional contracts; contracts against public policy and
illegal contracts; standard-form contracts; contract interpretation and
supplementation; remedies for breach of contract.
