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Course/Module description:

The course explores the theoretical origins and legal consequences of a body of
knowledge and method of investigation known first as "Gay and Lesbian Studies"
and "Queer Theory", and which has evolved into the study of many other identities
such as bisexuals, transgenders, and many others.

The first part of the course will be dedicated to the critical study of basic concepts
such as sex, gender and sexuality, and to the feminist origins of this area of studies.
We will attempt to explain the roots of homophobia (as well as other phobias
against sexual minorities), and look into various intersections of identities, such as
sexuality and race, ethnicity, nationality, and other categories.

The second part of the course will be dedicated to practical implications of the
theoretical issues discussed earlier, such as areas of legal discrimination against
LGBTs, to what extend can the law promote social change and tolerance, and other
related questions
