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Course/Module description:

The Cabinet:Law and Governance
The seminar on The cabinet ; Law and Governance ,will discuss the aspects of law
and governance in the Israeli Cabinet in view of Basic Law: The Government and the
other laws which regulate the operation of the cabinet. The discussion will be
conducted in the framework of the study and analysis of the work of the cabinet and
its powers within the constitutional environment of the parliamentary system of
government. The analysis will be done in comparison with the status and position of
the executive branch in the presidential system of government.
Special attention will be given to the analysis of the political and constitutional
position of the Prime Minister as the head of the executive branch. In the framework
of the course case studies will be analysed focusing on the different issues
regarding the work and the operation, and the powers of the Cabinet. Guest
lecturers will also be invited to present their views on the issues discussed in the
seminar. The seminar will deal with the system of elections and the arrangements
regarding the executive branch as provided for in basic Law: the government and
the Government Act; the changes introduced in the position of the Executive Branch
in the constitutional infrastructure of Israel and the reforms that were enacted in
the course of the years; constitutional custom in the operation of the cabinet; the
position and the qualification of the prime minister, of the ministers, and the deputy
ministers; coalition agreements; the entry of the cabinet into office; the
interrelations of the Prime Minister and the cabinet the ministers and the deputy
ministers; the cabinet and the jurisdictional structure of the governing system in
Israel (parallel powers, transfer of powers, delegation of powers, taking of powers
by superiors); the residuary powers of the cabinet; the mechanism of the no
confidence vote by the Knesset;, emergency powers; emergency regulations; war
powers of the cabinet; economic powers of the government; foreign relations
powers of the government; treaty making powers of the cabinet; relations of the
cabinet and the Knesset; relations of the cabinet and the Supreme Court; Judicial
Review of executive actions.

To impart knowledge and thinking tools in the field of government work in the
legal and governmental sphere with special emphasis on fundamental principles in
Liberal democracy.

After this,
according to the timetable that will be handed out, the students will have to prepare
an outline and a bibliography for their presentation that will be presented in front of
the other students and the professor. The written assignments will be handed in up
to three months from the end of the frontal lectures.
