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Course/Module description:

Religion and law occupy a dominant place throughout human history and their
presence also accompanies modern society. Before the modern era, religion
occupied a central place in public and private life and also included politics, ethics,
and law. Modernity and liberalism, have liberated civil society from the coercive
elements of religion and led to a reduction of its presence in the public sphere in
favor of civic and autonomous systems based on purely rational and universal
considerations. Yet despite these historical changes that have taken place in
Western society, religion continues to accompany modern public life, it is evident in
public sphere, shapes the common narrative, influences the social norms, and
defining its proper place is one of the core issues in all Western countries.
Moreover, the question of the proper balance in religious-state relations is one of
the main issues in public discourse in Israel, and it has been discussed extensively
in the courts, inter alia, in constitutional and administrative contexts.

The course will deal with the broad context of the relationship between religion and
law, and in particular with the relationship between religion and state.

The seminar will combine reading and discussion of primary sources and reading
research literature and key judgments about the course topics.
