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Course/Module description:

In this course, we will examine policies and practices of justice and injustice by
focusing on place names in Jerusalem. Place names, such as the names of streets,
neighborhoods, public buildings, train stations, and parks, are a useful, banal, part
of our environment. However, names also carry a historical, cultural, religious, and
political charge, consciously or unconsciously recognizing and giving respect to
individuals, population groups (by gender, nationality, economic status, ethnic
origin, religion, etc.), cultures, or specific historical stories. In practice, various
societies and social entities (such as the state, local authority, or university) use
naming of places as a primary way to grant respect and honor. Therefore, the
seemingly routine act of naming places can evoke tension and controversy.

Within the course framework, students will become familiar with the role of naming
in public space, the norms, and processes by which names are determined or
changed, through a multidisciplinary and experiential examination of names and
the practice of place naming of streets and places in Jerusalem's urban space. The
course will focus on questions such as: Why was Chancellor Street changed to
Strauss Street, and King George remained King George? Do men and women
receive the same level of recognition in street names? What is the story of the
street names in East Jerusalem? Who are the authorized authorities for naming the
streets? Who are eligible to participate in the name selection process? What is the
prevailing policies and practices? Which principles should guide a proper naming
policy?

The learning process in the course will be through hands-on and experiential
learning, adopting a project-based learning approach - PBL, where students will lead
a self-learning process and create and develop new knowledge. Student teams will
work in groups to research existing names, current naming practices and normes,
expose problems in the existing reality, and develop projects that can rectify the
current situation. The course concludes with an open day in front of an audience
and guests where each group will creatively share their final product.

Course/Module aims:

* Familiarity with the history of naming places in Jerusalem and in the country;
* Obtaining knowledge of theories dealing with the power of language and
recognition;
* Understanding the role that names of public places play, and the procedures by
which these names are determined;
* Gaining ability to critically evaluate existing perceptions and practices, as well as
practices that are perceived as desirable and appropriate;
» Encouraging the learner's creativity and empowerment, ability to develop and
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adapt practices and perceptions, to places of intractable conflict;
* Advancing abilities to work in multi-cultural groups.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

* To know theories as to the power and importance of cognition and symbolic
power; to understand how the insights that emerge from them are expressed in the
practice of naming public places and apply them in new contexts;

» To deepen the acquaintance with the urban space of Jerusalem, with its conflicts
and disputes that characterize it, to critically analyze predominant positions and to
re-evaluate the challenges for the resolution of these conflicts and disputes;

* Become familiar with the practices of places for naming places from different
places in the world;

* Recognize and be able to evaluate the benefits and limitations of existing
practices for naming places and of practices proposed for improvement;

* Be able to adapt and develop new practices appropriate to places of ongoing
conflict;

* Be able to work and develop projects in diversegmulti-cultural groups.
