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Course/Module description:

This course introduces students to the principles of sociological thinking and their
application in healthcare. Throughout the course, students will learn fundamental
concepts, theoretical approaches, and key ideas in sociology, while examining their
connection to social reality in general and the healthcare system in particular. The
course combines theoretical content with practical examples from the world of
healthcare and nursing, providing students with applicable tools for understanding
and action within clinical practice.

Course/Module aims:

The course aims to provide students with the ability to examine social reality and
the healthcare system through sociological and anthropological lenses. Students
will learn to identify and analyze the reciprocal influences between society, culture,
and health, develop an understanding of social inequality and its implications for
health and illness, and acquire practical tools for addressing social issues within
nursing practice. The course will enable students to develop cultural sensitivity and
social awareness as an integral part of their professional training.

Learning outcomes - On successful completion of this module, students should be
able to:

The student will become familiar with fundamental concepts in sociological and
anthropological thinking and begin to understand their relevance to healthcare.
The student will identify basic social factors that influence health and illness in
society.

The student will develop initial awareness of inequality issues within the healthcare
system.

The student will begin to develop sensitivity to cultural diversity when encountering
patients.

The student will practice identifying basic social aspects in therapeutic situations.
The student will recognize the importance of sociological perspective as a
foundation for professional development in nursing.
